Check-in

Public Fashion Revue and Awards

Public fashion Revue will by at 6:00pm at the Onaga High School Auditorium. Fashion revue awards will be
given out at this time as well.

A 4-H’er must participate in the Public Fashion Revue, Friday, July 30th at 6:00 p.m. at the Onaga High School
Auditorium to receive their ribbon. You may model one outfit in Buymanship Fashion Revue and two (2) in
the constructed phase (If you choose to do 2 garments in Constructed Fashion Revue please designate which
ouftfit is to be modeled first #1 and which is #2.)

Fashion Revue Judging

Registration check in at the registration table (Auditorium). Record sheets will be used at the conference
judging. Participants will go to the judge individually, then in a small group for an overview by the judge. Par-
ticipants must display their buymanship articles at the fair. Exhibits will need to be on hangers; as they will be
hung on clothing racks in the FAIR PAVILION. (A 3x5 picture of the 4-H’er in the outfit should be attached to
the fair exhibit). No accessories will be included in the Exhibit. During judging times, participants will wait
in the audience seating until their turn arrives.
